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Synopsis

Joe Christiansen dreams of becoming a great Maitre d' like his father, who was
tragically killed twenty years earlier in a freak flaming Bananas Foster accident. But Joe
lives in Preston, a tiny town in Idaho, with only one fancy restaurant and only one Maitre
d' position. After seven years of waitering and preparing to assume the position of Maitre
d', Joe learns that the restaurant will be torn down to make way for a new shopping
mall...and malls don't have fancy restaurants--they have food courts.

Joe decides that he must move to a bigger city with fancier restaurants, like New
York City, home of Le Cirque--the greatest restaurant on earth! But Joe's Mother,
Preston's premiere child psychiatrist, worries that her son will not be able to handle the
stresses of a big city. Having diagnosed her son with Obsessive Compulsive Disorder at a
young age, she has provided him with a constant stream of medications that help him
cope with the disorder and function in society.

A trial period is agreed upon, and Joe heads off to try his luck in New York City.
But nothing is easy in New York and Joe is faced with one challenge after another that
try his faculties to handle life in the big city and make it in the dog-eat-dog world of
fancy restaurateuring.

Having grown up without a father figure in his life, Joe is quick to make mentors
of his employers and follows their advice to less-than-stellar results. There is River, the
owner of a holistic tearoom who extols the wonders of the adult toy industry; Mr.
